d. In-principle approval of Proposal on Livelihood through Skill Training while exploring
other organization's participation also in case of Hospitality training by 'The Lalit Suri
Hotel' group. On the Placement Linked Skill Training through Support to TRIs in other
sectors, a draft the EOI/RFP for empanclling Training Providers having substantial
bandwidth and infrastructure for training in trades which have assured placement would
be prepared by Livelihood division immediately.

e. Outstanding rent as per the existing rate to be released to TRI Odisha for onward
clearing of dues of NTRIL.
