As per the information collected till now,
41,73,597 claims (40,35,107 individual and 1,38,490
community claims) have been filed and 18,00,538 titles
(17,37,467 individual and 63,071 community claims) have
been distributed. A total of 36,39,835 (87.21 %) claims have

Islands has been declared as reserved area under the A&N Islands
Protection of Aboriginal Tribes (Regulation), 1956. The interest of the
tribals in the land situated in the reserved areas is fully protected under
the provision of the regulation. The tribal reserves have been notified
as reserved or protected forest reserve.
