The project will have the following objectives:

Aims to deliver 2100 NSQF-certified level 6.0 &
6.5 trainings in semiconductor technology to
tribal students and faculty over three years
through a) two types of training to engineering
graduates and b) exposure opportunities to
school/diploma students.

Foundation program: This training program
giving introduction of subject will be given to
500 candidates per year (1500 in 3 years) who
possess a degree in one of the engineering
subjects. This basic course is a pre-requisite for
any type of higher studies in the field.

Advanced training with practical hands-on
training: The training on the advanced
technology in the proposed lab will be given to
200 candidates per year (600 in 3 years), who
had already undergone the basic training. This
advanced course will create a unique opportunity
to candidates from the tribal community to enter
in to high paid job market. The proposal will be
India’s one of it's kind program in semiconductor|
technology, custom-designed for the tribal
community. It was explained that the Advanced
Program on Nano Science and Technology will
be executed in sessions. Each session lasts 2
weeks and has 20 participants. To reach 200/year|
about 10 programs will be organized.

The grantee will submit the quarterly progress report of the
project after starting of the project. The organization shall make a presentation to
the Ministry on the findings and recommendations, before submission of final
report, if any.

The views expressed in the report will be the responsibility of the grantee and the
Ministry will bear no responsibility in this regard.

The executive summary and recommendations should be put up on the
organization's website after six months of submission of final report to the
Ministry.

No fixed assets are allowed. The organization will submit to the Ministry a
statement showing the equipment/fixed assets purchased out of the grant-in-aid
with its price. Equipment/fixed assets purchased out of the grant-in-aid shall be the
property of the Ministry which shall decide about its disposal and/or acquisition on
the completion of the project.

Utilization Certificate of the grant received for the purpose, for which it has been

sanctioned, is to be furnished by Centre for Nano Science and Engineering, Indian
Institute of Science, Bengaluru, immediately after closure of the current financial year
along with progress report.
